The minutes were duly signed as correct by the Chairman. 
Matters Arising from the Minutes:
Welsh Lessons – the clerk stated that the Welsh lessons would begin on Saturday 7th May at Capel y Gores, Cilycwm at 10 a.m.   The clerk will be contacting everyone who has expressed an interest in the lessons, it was agreed that the Council would also pay for the hire of the chapel for six weeks. (£60.00)
Cleaning of the road near Rhandirmwyn – Handel Davies was thanked for making the arrangements.
Correspondence :
1. Information was received from One Voice Wales – a number of items of information were sent to the councillors via e-mail.  It was agreed to pay the membership for the year 2022/23 of £100.00
2. An e-mail had been received making an order to change a right of way near Dildre, Cynghordy. No opposition.
3. Election 2022 – The clerk confirmed that she had sent everyone’s forms for the election.
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4. Following complaints regarding dogs, it was agreed to contact the farming unions for signs to be placed in the three wards and to have confirmation of the law regarding the countryside code. 
5. Signs near the bridge at Towy Bridge – the clerk confirmed that the signs were now in place. 
6. Footpaths – A letter had been received from Caroline Ferguson, Countryside Access Manager, explaining that the County Council had approved a Public Rights of Way Network Hierarchy.  
The network Hierarchy will enable a risk-based approach to the management and maintenance of the public Rights of Way Network across Carmarthenshire. The hierarchy has been developed to take account of factors such as ; number of likely visitors, accessibility and the extent to which it is promoted.

The Hierarchy will enable the Countryside access team to prioritise problem solving in line with the hierarchical position of each of our 3,176 Public Rights of Way. This will assist the Public Rights of Way Access team to provide a consistent service in the context of increasing demand and the limited resources that are available.

The hierarchy will also help the service achieve a number of the objectives set out in Carmarthenshire's Public Rights Improvement Plan 2019-2029.
It is therefore important that all Town and Community Councils give their opinion; what Public Rights of Way in your community does the council consider to be a high priority?
Following a lengthy discussion it was decided to include the Twm Siôn Cati trail, a walking trail from Pantycelyn Farm to Llandovery, a route near Dildre Cynghordy, and a number of routes around the Village of Rhandirmwyn – The clerk would complete the form.
