2. Rubbish near Penrhiwonnen road – This problem still persists, and the clerk has contacted the appropriate department on a number of occasions.  Following a 
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lengthy discussion it was agreed that it should be reported when something is left there, in the hope that we can discover who is responsible.

3. Scottish Woodlands drop-in session – A confirmation had been received from Mr Charles Gittins that a drop-in session would be held on Monday 29 November at Coleg Elidyr Rhandirmwyn between 4 and 7 p.m.
It was stated that a number of the village residents were concerned about the entrance site they intended to use, near Coleg Elidyr. Following a long discussion, it was agreed to ask the planning department whether Scottish Woodlands had recently submitted an application for this matter, or in the past.  Also it was agreed to ask whether a planning application was needed for this entrance.
 
4. Cynghordy Bus Shelter – The clerk stated that Mr John Morgan had completed the work on the bus shelter and the bench is in situ. 
Nerys Jones stated that a bench was to be installed at the Rhandirmwyn bus shelter.  Thanks was extended to Councillor Roger Slade for providing the wood for the bench.  Nerys will contact the clerk when the details are available and quotes for the work from three carpenters.
County Councillor’s Report.

The County Councillor gave a report about a number of matters that were taking place in Llandovery town via the 10 Towns scheme. 
Financial Matters;

Any Other Matters

Councillor Emyr Jones mentioned the intention to turn the Cambrian Mountains into an area of natural outstanding beauty. He stated that this is not well known but that it is important that residents of the whole area know about this intention as it could be a devastating blow to the area, for example the area's housing prices could fall because it makes things like planning applications more difficult and places a lot of extra cost on the area.
It was stated that it would be no great advantage to the area. It was agreed to send a letter to the county council stating our concern about this and to make the council aware of this.
